Great and Little Kimble cum Marsh
Parish Council object to the application
as it is contrary to the approved
Neighbourhood Plan.

Holly Tree Farm is within the boundaries
of Great Kimble but the application is not
for any of the 136 new housing units
carefully allocated over a detailed 3-year
consultation process for the
Neighbourhood Plan. The
Neighbourhood Plan was reviewed and
approved by an independent Planning
Inspector and Buckinghamshire County
Council on the recommendation of
Wycombe District Council. It was then
endorsed in a referendum by an 88%
vote of the electorate.

The application therefore can only fall, if
it is to comply with the approved Plan,
within the 14 windfall units to be
developed in Marsh or Kimblewick and
‘elsewhere in the parish'. Windfall units
are, however, to be 'developments of 4
units or less on small sites. The
application is for seven units and
accordingly does not accord with the
Neighbourhood Plan. It should therefore
be refused’ (see para 5.18
